Decisions regarding acceptance of talks for oral presentation at the conference will be made by the Program Committee on the basis of abstracts. Abstracts that do not fit the conference scope or do not adhere to the formatting requirements may be rejected. Accepted talks will be included into the conference program if at least one author pays the conference fee. 
Conference Proceedings

Pre-conference proceedings will be published in English in Springer series "Communications in Computer and Information Science" (peer reviewed, indexed in Scopus and other international databases,  see http://www.springer.com/series/7899). All proceedings papers must be prepared by Springer rules:

The following two options are acceptable for proceedings papers: 

- Regular paper, 10-15 pages (recommendation is 12-15 pages);
- Short communication, 6–8 pages.
The proceedings papers should present new unpublished results. Papers must not be submitted concurrently to another conference or journal. Decisions on acceptance of papers to the proceedings will be made by the Program Committee on the basis of evaluations of reviewers. At most 10% of the papers will be accepted in the form of short communications. In case the number of such papers exceeds the limit, the Program Committee will select only the best short communications so that they make up 10% of all accepted papers.
